History

The first significant Air Force step toward creation of a space launching system suitable for future military
requirements occurred on 6 November 1959 with publication of a plan for a "Military Booster Development
Program." The plan offered a projection of a theoretical launch vehicle system designated, for the sake of
identification, as "Phoenix." This effort was followed, on 4 January 1960, by another study entitled, "Air Force
Space Systems Program," which carried Bhoenix idea several steps forward by defining potential space systems
of primary interest and projecting the precise techniques and performance capabilities
needed to make these systems possible. The basic thesis of the Phoenix effort was to
devise a spce launching system of wide versatility and low cost. Development of
segmented solid motors for first stage application and continued development of liquid
! engines for upper stages was the crux of the Phoenix $tudy.

Like the Delta and Atlas, the Titan has a long history of modification and change that
led to its current configuration. The Titan launch vehicle was developed under the
management of the Air Force Systebmnmand, Space Division. The program

objective was to design a launch system to cover a comprehensive spectrum of future
missions without the inherent problems of a tailored launch vehicle. The solution,
achieved through optimizing existing technology, aast of building blocks that

could be combined to produce a variety of useful launch vehicle configurations

At the October 10, 1994, County Commission meeting, the Washington County Commission determined
to defer action on the proposed exchange of its deededafghty on Schmutz Hill because of concerns about
the transition of the hill to a private enclave. Several landowners were present. Their names, addresses and
phone numbers are on the sheet enclo§bd.purpose of this letter is to summarize some of the dispute and also
propose a method of resolution. You each have a copy of my letter of September 8, 1994, outlining some of the
facts and background.

In essence, Stone Cliff proposes a new developiorenat which would "privatize" the hill for what
promises to be a very nice development. City lines and utility capacity and access to city streets will be used for
the benefit of this large private development.

If Schmutz Hill were a typical developmesiteets and utility extensions would be dedicated to the public



and would become part of the infrastructure owned by the general public for the use of the general public.
However, the Stone Cliff proposal will restrict access to the streets and uséyfingis. Stone Cliff has

indicated to the adjoining landowners, including the Washington County Commission, that access through Stone
Cliff streets will be on a permissive basis only, and not as a matter of right. Because so many adjacent landowners
are affected by the Stone Cliff proposal to have a large private area, we think the City is wise to exercise caution

in protecting theights of the general public and these private landowners. This is an unprecedented project in quality

and scope and desenaseful attention.

At least five landowners are affected by the proposed Stone Cliff proposal. They include Clark and Linda Thomas,
my clients;Russell Batema, who operates the pager site and has used roads up the hill for 14 years in that effort; Don
Schmutz, former landowner, who understood when he sold the land that it would be a public, not a private development;
Washington County, which probably has asgraotive rightof-way for its translator site which predates its deed, and
was the recipient of prescriptive public dedication before annexation of the area into St. George City; and Ed Cottam,
who owns the land on the West end of the Stone Cliff deweglgpahich cannot be reached except through Stone CIiff.

All these private landowners have had the benefit of use of roads across the Schmutz Hill. To my knowledge, only the
countyhasreceived a written easement, which arose after its actual acquisiti@hts upon a prescriptive basis.

In a traditional development, the City would be involved in approving master planning and reviewing the
soundness of public streets and utility extension in the development in light of adjoining streets and utilities and
future demands. We think the City should do no less in this situation, ensuring that what is done is sound for all
concerned and for the future.

| was present in the City Council meeting on April 8, 1994, when Gary Esplin and Gary Kuhlmann said that
the djective of the City in review of Stone Cliff was to ensure that the adjoining landowners would receive the
same benefit and treatment they would receive if the streets and utilities in the development were "public streets
and utilities.” After the April 81994, meeting, Stone Cliff and the Thomases, then the only property owners around
to be involved, were directed to reach a resolution. Those drafts were exchanged in the following week. Stone Cliff
asked that the matter be pulled from the April 22nd dgeand it has never been back sincepuoknowledge

The development is obviously proceeding at a quick pace. In order that the interests of the property owners are
protected, as well as the interest of the general public which has used the roadsilbfotaany years, | recommend
that a comprehensive solution be sought immediately.

As | outlined in my earlier letter, | think the intention of the City to provide affected landowners with access to
streets and utilities may be defeated if Stone @liffuise "cute tricks" to create dead end roads and cul de sacs to avoid
actual benefit of its streets to the adjoining landowners. If the City is going to grant the right to privatize tha thi the
City should exerciseontrol to make sure that its afval and public benefits are not used as weapons against
adjoining landowners.

| would welcome the opportunity to meet with you and Lowry Snow, Stone Cliffs attorney on this
issue, to discuss it.
